Professional Development Codes:  

K# - C# - ## . . . What Does It Mean?  

     Early Childhood career preparation and development is 
currently undergoing significant developments reflecting 
changes in our society and increasing research pointing to 
needs. 
     Studies have shown that the presence of teachers with a 
bachelor's degree with specialized training in early childhood 
education leads to better outcomes for young children.  In 
light of these findings, state and federal programs have 
increased the educational qualifications for teachers and 
assistant teachers working in early childhood education 
programs. 
     Higher education is incorporating new requirements for 
those entering the profession to assure knowledge 
about infants and toddlers, mental health and special 
needs, systems and services for young learners and 
their families, standards and assessment, as well as 
the continuing need for career development. 
     Pathways to qualifications, degrees, and credentials are 
being reviewed as part of the state systems building 
efforts.  At the state level, the Early Learning Career 
Preparation and Development Committee chaired by Kent 
Chrisman from Shippensburg University is engaged in the 
Strategic Planning Process. 
     Continuing professional development is essential.  In 
response to questions to BCAEYC about the levels of 
professional development and their coding in our fall survey, 
here are some key points: 
     ñKò refers to the Knowledge Area identified in the 
Pennsylvania Early Learning Core Body of Knowledge for 
early childhood and school-age practitioners: 1- Child Growth 
& Development; 2- The Environment, Curriculum & Content; 
3- Families in Society; 4- Child Assessment; 5- 
Communication; 6- Professionalism & Leadership; 7 - Health, 
Safety & Nutrition; 8 - Program Organization & 
Administration. 
     Levels are defined so that career advancement does not 
mean movement away from direct work with children.  Each 
professional role has room to develop from entry to 
mastery.  The PA Early Learning Standards provide guidance 
about many of the CBK knowledge areas and competencies. 
     Based on Bloom's classification of cognitive skills, 
knowledge and comprehension, professional development is 
identified at three levels.  Level 1 experiences are primarily 
designed to provide participants with information, knowledge 
and comprehension of a topic.  Level C2 involves participants 
in applying knowledge of the topic.  Level C3 focuses on 
practicing the skills of analysis, synthesis, and 
evaluation.  (Since this requires a shared knowledge base, 
skill level, and additional time for participants, C3 sessions 
are apt to be part of a series or an extended session such as 
a college level course.)

PENNAEYC ANNOUNCES THE APPOINT-

MENT OF FIRST EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR  

 

     The Board of Directors of the Pennsylvania Associa-

tion for the Education of Young Children (PennAEYC) is 

pleased to announce the appointment of Jodi Askins to 

the newly created position of Executive Director. Ms. 

Askins currently serves as Associate Executive Director 

of Early Connections, and Community Outreach Special-

ist of the Northwest Regional Key in Erie, Pennsylvania. 

For the past three years she has also served as Co -

Chair of QUEST, a statewide advocacy coalition working 

to improve the quality of early education programs.  

     Ms. Askins has nearly 15 years of service working on 

behalf of children and families across the state.  She is 

experienced in non -profit management, the administra-

tion of preschool and child care services, fundraising, 

community organizing and advocacy. She has served the 

Center for Rural Pennsylvania for the Anne E. Casey 

Strengthening Rural Families Economic Success (RuFES) 

initiative as team leader for NW Pennsylvania. In 2007, 

she was selected as one of 20 emerging policy and advo-

cacy leaders from across the country, for a fellowship 

with The National Womenõs Law Center Progressive 

Leadership and Advocacy Network (PLAN).  

     Pennsylvania Association for the Education of Young 

Children opened an office in Harrisburg earlier this 

year and has been preparing for its first full time Ex-

ecutive Director as part of a strategic plan to play a 

greater role in the Commonwealthõs early education 

policy. With almost 5,500 members, PennAEYC is now 

the second largest affiliate of the National Association 

for the Education of Young Children (NAEYC) in the 

country.

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Governorôs Budget Supports Education 
 
In setting priorities for the Commonwealth in the face of a national recession, Pennsylvania Governor Ed Rendell 
recognized ñthat the long-term growth of our economy is tied to the success of our students.ò  The Governor 
proposed to continue closing the stateôs school funding gap in a very difficult budget year by investing 
an additional $300 million in basic education .  While this is less than the $430 million that would keep the state 
on schedule to fully fund the new education funding formula adopted last year in Act 61 to meet the needs of all 
students by 2014, it is an important commitment in light of the current economic climate, cuts in other areas of the 
state budget and education cuts in other states, and will help reduce pressure on local property taxes. 
  
The Governor said if federal stimulus funds ultimately include temporary support for schools as outlined by the 
U.S. House, he will urge the Legislature to place his proposed $300 million basic education increase into a 
ñlockboxò or reserve account so school districts can continue on a path toward adequate funding when federal 
funds expire in two years. 
  
The FY 2009-10 budget also incorporates into the stateôs basic education subsidy previously dedicated funding for 
Accountability Block Grants, the Educational Assistance Program (tutoring) and basic education formula 
enhancements.  The basic education subsidy would be funded at a total of $5.864 billion under the Governorôs 
plan, a 5.7% increase. 
  
Special education  would be flat funded at $1.026 billion in the FY 2009-10 budget, however, additional federal 
support is anticipated for special education in the economic stimulus package now before the Congress.  Career 
and Technical Education  would receive a 0.5% increase ($0.305 million) to $64.314 million. 
  
The education budget focuses on making sure all students graduate with a diploma that means they are college or 
career ready and ensuring students have the opportunity to pursue postsecondary education.  Among the 
proposals to strengthen the Commonwealthôs high schools, the budget would continue to fund theClassrooms for 
the Future  technology initiative at $22 million (a 51% cut from 2008-09), would flat-fund dual enrollment  at $10 
million, and would allocate $5 million to accelerate the creation of a model state curriculum .  Additionally, $8.6 
million is proposed to give teachers tools to identify and help struggling students  and $9.8 million is proposed 
to create high quality standard final exams . 
  
The budget also proposes to increase funding for early childhood education, by boosting Pre-K Counts  by $8.641 
million to $95.053 million to serve 1,050 more children. 
  
While making strategic investments in some areas, the Governor also proposed initiatives to spend education 
dollars more efficiently  and said the PA Department of Education will share in shouldering the burden of the 
economic situation facing the state with $205 million in cuts and the elimination of 20 programs .  Among the 
programs slated to be cut are Science and Math Education Programs, state technology funding, the Governorôs 
Schools of Excellence, and the Scranton School for the Deaf.  Other programs initiated during Rendellôs tenure, 
such as Science: Itôs Elementary and Project 720, would see funding cutback, as would long-standing state 
initiatives like family literacy and library funding. 
  
Rendell also proposed establishing a legislative commission to study school district consolidation  and proposed 
having no more than 100 school districts.  To create additional efficiencies, the Governor said he will continue to 
pursue a statewide system to purchase school employee health benefits.  
  
Communicating to your State Representative and State Senator about the importance of continuing support for 
early childhood education is important.
